•Brainstorm a several opportunities to incorporate the iPad into my courses.
•Develop an iPad learning sequence for my social studies course.

A discussion of the experiences, needs, interests, and curiosities of participants in regard to the iPad for teaching and learning.
iPad Social Studies Challenge
A hands-on simulation of a learning sequence in the social studies.
Where’s Tom?
The curriculum committee of the local school board meets tonight from 7:00 to 9:00 PM to decide whether to continue the emphasis on Thomas Jefferson as a national hero. Tom’s reputation has been under fire recently, for many reasons. Strong opinions adhere to the many sides of this issue. You, a student in the local secondary school, have been asked to appear at the meeting to present your position on this important issue, in five minutes. As you prepare your presentation, follow these steps:
1.Put tonight’s meeting in your iPad Calendar. Set an alert 15 minutes before.
2.Download a copy of the Declaration of Independence into your iBooks library. Browse the document to remind yourself of the ideas of equality, liberty, revolution, and government inherent in it. Use Safari as necessary to remind yourself of Jefferson’s role in its composition.
3.Use Safari to find out why people wish to de-emphasize Thomas Jefferson in the school curriculum. Save some of their testimony into the Notes app.
4.Use the Maps app to locate Monticello, Jefferson’s farm in Virginia. Get an aerial view of the property into your Photos library.
5.Use Safari to find out:
•How many slaves Jefferson owned at Monticello.
•What their life was like. Gather images.
•Why Jefferson wrote the Statute of Religious Freedom.
•How many children Tom fathered, and by whom.
•Jefferson’s chief contributions to the founding of the United States.
6.Use Mail or FaceTime or other digital channels to compare your findings in #5 with a colleague.
7.Use what you have learned to script and produce a hypothetical video interview between Thomas Jefferson and William Clinton, discussing the curriculum issue. Record the interview with the Camera app.
8.Combine the interview, the images, and other information you have gathered into an iMovie production. Add titles as necessary. Share to the Camera Roll on your iPad.
9.Prepare your presentation to the school board with Keynote, iMovie, or the multimedia app of your choice.
10.Deliver your presentation to your colleagues through the projector.
